6. Exhibits can be entered on July 6,2025 from 2-4pm or July 7,2025 from
12-8pm. And can be picked up on July 13,2025 from 2-4pm

Judging Criteria:

Attractions Attention 20 points

Use of color, motion, light, and figures: how color scheme meets the eye, neatness of
shelves, how display appeals to one’s sense of artistic balance.

Arouses interest 10 points

Encourages additional study. Personal appeal to the type of viewer for whom the exhibit
was designed

Convey interest 25 points

The message should be understandable to the viewer for whom the exhibit was
intended

Design 20 points
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Elements of the exhibit should be pleasingly placed to give a sense of unity to the
whole. The message must include (for granges) the granges emblem, bible and flags as
part of design. Simplicity is the key here

Workmanship 10 points

Neat, well constructed for the purpose. This does not imply expensive materials
Originality 10 points

Theme 5 points
